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factors (i.e., Xs) explicitly manipulated in Designed Experiments. In
contrast, it is the authors’ experience that the greatest gains are often
derived from understanding sources of variation not deliberately
manipulated in the experiment but that manifest themselves over the
course of the experiment. Several examples, based on applications
of designed experiments in manufacturing and product design, are

provided and discussed.
